For CHILDREN
• Lifts children's motivation to become more 

involved in the educational process.
• Children become more active, curious, which 

directly relates to their better achievements.
• Has a positive effect on children's self-esteem

and promotes self-confidence.
• Teachers can be more helpful for children 

whose parents communicate and collaborate.
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How do parents‘ involvement in 
education affect children?



For TEACHER
• The teacher, having the opportunity to look at 

the family's context, can have a clearer 
understanding of the student's needs and a 
more flexible application of teaching techniques.

• It is important for the teacher to awaken a sense 
of creativity, find a way into the heart of each 
student and help him or her unfold.

• It is easier for the teacher to anticipate ways of 
helping when he or she sees that the parents 
care about the child's learning outcomes.

For PARENTS

them at home, given their weaknesses.

• Creative tasks not only add variety to 
the lesson, but also allow those 
students, who have fear of public 
speaking or are afraid of oral report, 
to express themselves.

• This type of activity both expands 
imagination and improves memory. 

• Often students individually go deep 
into the essence of the topic, search 
for additional information.
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Creativity as a 
Motivational Factor

Ø Made of ice cream sticks and buckets.

• Various history projects 

often involve in the activities 
all family members.

• Students tell how their 
relatives give advice or help 
to do works which are only 
available to adults (e.g. using 
an electric saw).



Creative activities – support for 
children with special 
educational needs
• Children with special needs and 

learning difficulties cope harder with 
traditional tasks.

• Various creative activities ease 
learning, and assimilation of 
information.

Task for 5th-Formers: 
Personal or Family Coat 
of Arms
• Students are provided with 

informational material on coats of 
arms, and their development.

• Parents share information about 
family history, hobbies, and help to 
create the coat of arms.



Task for 5th-formers: 
production and use of 
ancient ink
• When we learn the topic of manuscript ancient 

books, we always try this activity.
• Pupils are introduced to production methods of 

the ancient ink.
• We use materials that are found in each kitchen, 

e.g. oil or beetroot.
• With the help of relatives, children prepare 

presentations about the production process.

Task for 6th-Formers: 
Greek Theatre

• Students are introduced to the history of 
Ancient Greek theatre, some Greek myths 
and legends.

• Then students divide into groups.
• Aim: prepare a short play under the Greek 

myths or legends.
• Children’s imagination exceeds expectations 

of the teacher, as for one team, parents have 
even sewed Greek-style garments. 



Task for 6th-
Formers: Layout 
of the Medieval 
Castle

• Students are introduced to 
recommendations provided in the 
textbook.

• Aim: produce a layout of the 
Medieval castle.

• It is important that the castle 
would comply with certain 
standards: i.e. with defensive 
walls, towers, main building, etc.



Task for 7th-Formers: 
Examples of 
Sumerian Civilization 
Script
• How did the creators of the oldest 

script in human history write, and 
on what means?

• Is it difficult to make a clay tablet 
and write on it?

• Make a tablet and write 
something on it.

• If there is no clay, you can use 
modelin, and the burning furnace 
may be perfectly replaced by an 
oven, of course, when used under 
adult supervision.



Task for 8th-
Formers: Medieval 
Festival

• Team work is organized, because it is 
necessary not only to prepare a 
scenario and dress in clothing of that 
period, but also to make dishes of the 
Medieval Times.

• This activity is suitable as an 
integrated art and technology lesson, 
and the event may be held during a 
class hour or during student holidays.
